In addition, you may also enter your papers (written in German, French, Dutch
or English) for the "Prize of the Parliament of the German-speaking
Community', awarded each year to promote academic support for the
Community's development in the field of political science, with a focus on politics,
law, economics and administration. The call for papers will be issued in January.
